Regarding the US Airways litigation in the Federal District Court for the Southern District of New York, Sabre Corporation (the “Corporation”) has been
advised that the court has issued a summary judgment opinion. The judge has not yet published the full opinion in order to preserve certain confidential
information of the parties.

Based on the ruling, the judge eliminated the claims related to a majority of the alleged damages as well as rejected a request that would require the
Corporation to modify language in its customer contracts. Given this ruling, the potential remaining range of single damages has been significantly reduced,
which the Corporation estimates to be by more than 75%.

With respect to the remaining claims in this case, the Corporation is confident that its business practices and contract terms are lawful and fair, and the
Corporation will continue to vigorously defend itself against the remaining claims.
